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Integration with SecureHosting Payment Service.

Instructions for integrating your own shopping cart into the SH system, or simply to pass variables to a secure page on the SH server.

You will also be expected to be experienced with HTML before using this feature as we only answer customer support questions about this when integrating with the eCom Standard.

1. In the form on your server, change the form action to the following:

action=”https://www.secure-server-hosting.com/secutran/secuitems.php” method="POST"


and add the hidden field :-

<input type="hidden" name="filename" value="sh....../template.html">

where "sh......" is your Secure Hosting client reference number.

2. If you need to pass across product data, for example if using a shopping cart, you need to include a single hidden field in the following format in your form :-

<input type="hidden" name="secuitems" value="[itemcode|itemskew|itemdesc|itempric|itemquan|itemtota][itemcode2|itemskew2|itemdesc2|itempric2|itemquan2|itemtota2]">

where the values will be inserted :-

itemcode = product code
itemskew = SKU code
itemdesc = product description
itempric = product price
itemquan = quantity
itemtota = line total

All product options must be displayed within the product description field. 

If you do not use the SKU code field, just leave that field blank, ie. 

name="secuitems" value="[4444xt||dell monitor, size 19inch|195.00|2|390.00]"

However, the item description "itemdesc", item price "itempric", item quantity "itemquan" and item line total "itemtota" must contain values.

If not using a shopping cart, remove the secuitems line, and you will have to also change the form action in the template file to :-

"https://www.secure-server-hosting.com/secutran/transactionjs1.php" METHOD="POST"

3. Take the file "template.html". Edit it to suit your design. Insert your SecureHosting Client Reference number and check code (issued to you when you set up an evaluation account at www.securehosting.com) where indicated. 

This page should be uploaded to your account on our secure server.


Passing Field Values.

Any field in your form can be passed to this template secure form. All you have to do is use the syntax of "$fieldname" wherever you would like a value form your form to be inserted in the secure page. So for example, if you had a field in your form with the name of "cardholdersname", you could have the value for this field passed into the secure page by inserting "$cardholdersname" wherever you would like it to be displayed. 

If you would like the value for your "card holders name" field to be stored with the transaction details through the submission of the secure form, you must include it as a new field. In this example you would create the following field in your secure form :-

<input type="hidden" name="cardholdersname" value="$cardholdersname">

The template assumes some standard field names as follows (although you can change these to match the ones in your form) :-

shippingcharge 

transactiontax 


transactionamount

cardholdersname


cardholderaddr1
cardholderaddr2
cardholdercity
cardholderstate
cardholdercountry
cardholderpostcode
cardholdertelephone

cardholdersemail

Where you see the variable "$hiddenlist" in template.html will be inserted all hidden fields form the first form, including any fields that contain values and which have not been specified elsewhere in your template form.

You will also see the tag <loopstart:shoplst:> and <loopend>. These are essential to ensure that if more than one product is ordered, the complete list will be displayed. THESE TAGS MUST BE IN LOWER CASE.
