4 Ensure you purchase the correct pipe 
for your chosen system.

4 The two systems can be joined using a  
universal compression fitting.

4 Choose from one of two systems,   
Push-Fit or Solvent Weld. 
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4 Measure and cut the pipe to size.
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4 Push the pipe into the socket.
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4 Lubricate the ring seal in the socket.

4 Measure and cut the pipe to size.

4 In one swift movement, push the pipe    
into the socket.

4 Allow 5 minutes for the solvent to 
bond before handling.

4 Apply solvent cement to the outside of 
the pipe and inside of the socket.

4 Leave for 2 or 3 seconds for the 
cement to work on the plastic.
