However the screen is

reflective, so don’t position it in

bright sunlight. It’s easy to use and 

is also quick. It has a large 400MB 

of usable memory – but not quite the

512MB Sony claims it has. It’s cheapest

at Argos, Currys, PC World and Jessops.

WE LIKE  There’s also an HDMI

socket, ideal for connecting your

HDTV for giant-screen slideshows.

Available Argos, Currys, PC World and Jessops Resolution

800x480 Internal memory 400MB Memory type Standard

plus CF and xD Remote control Yes Wall mountable Yes

This affordable 7-inch frame

a fortune, and don’t need extras 

such as videos and music playback. 

It’s cheapest at John Lewis.

WORTH KNOWING  At just 8MB, the

internal memory is small, so you’ll

probably need to add a memory card.

We uncovered
one Don’t Buy that should
definitely be avoided.

The frame’s speed 

is also a letdown, and

there’s no internal

memory and no remote

control. It can be wall

mounted, but forget

about advanced

functions such as

Bluetooth, Wi-Fi or

even USB connections.
